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1. How do I order key for the KOV?

Lacey will order KOV-14s for our remote facilities. Otherwise contractors may.
purchase KOV crypto cards direct from the manufacturer, Mykotronix, Inc.
Government Agencies. Contact NSA business office at (410 854 8792)

2. How do I order key for my STE?

Otherwise submit the appropriate seed key order form to the Central Facility.
Remember you must have KOV crypto cards on account at the Central Facility or
transfer the KOV from your facility to Central Facility 880111 with a copy of the
SF153 and key order form.

3. What is the difference between a STE and a STU 1117

The STE operates on the ISDN, PSTN (Public Switched Telephone Network), and
TRI/TAC Networks. ISDN security voice is 32 Kbps and secure data rates are 2.4
Kbps to 128 Kbps. STU-III voice/data rates range from 2.4 Kbps to 14.4 Kbps.
Unlike the STU-III, the STE is not a CCI device and is not accountable in DIAS.

4. What is the classification of my phone and card?

The STE device is UNCLASSIFIED and should be controlled as a high dollar item.
The KOV-14 card is classified to the level of keys loaded on the card (if the CIKs
have not been associated with a STE). If the card is with the terminal, they are
classified to the level of the keys. If the CIKs are associated with a STE and the card
is not with the terminal, the card is UNCLASSIFIED.

5. I have no dial tone, what do [ do?

If you have no dial tone, check the Active Network Port. You must be either PSTN or
. ISDN.
